x Corey van Vlymen recommended that faculty apply for their ORCIiD. The ORCID is a unique identifier that
is assigned to a user, similar to the Umgigy Identification Number, but it is used for publications and is
recognized worldwide. Signing up takes just a few minukés. Barber pointed out that there is a link to
sign up in the Graduate News newsletter in their packets. Graduate studerdtsarencouraged to sign
up for an ORCiD. Using the ORCID on publications may enable the University to download publications
into FAS instead of faculty manually inputting the information.
